The 2010 Early Literacy
Calendar will be mailed to
participating sites and child-
care providers across the
state in the next few weeks.
The project is an ongoing
collaboration between
between RR and Maine
Roads to Quality (MRTQ),
the state’s early care and
education career develop-
ment center.

The calendar is designed to
create a bridge between
early literacy experiences in
the home and childcare
settings thereby multiplying
the impact of the RR books.
Experiencing the same
book in the home and
childcare reinforces the
importance of reading.

Each month features one of
the titles in the 2010 book
collection and provides
information for parents and
other caregivers on effec-
tively using the books with
their children.

MRTQ staff also write the
activities printed in the back
of many of our books. Both
the activities and calendar
information support Maine’s
Infant Toddler & Preschool
Learning Guidelines.
